LBS Client/Learner Pathway 
Although the LBS Client/Learner pathway is linear, real client/learner service “pathways” are not necessarily as each 
client/learner’s pathway will be driven by his/her need and will be unique according to individual circumstances.

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*Note: The number of milestones to be completed are individual to each learner plan and are completed throughout LBS training. 
**Note: LBS training provides coordinated services with other programs while learners complete training to achieve their goal path. 
i.e. Learners may be referred to Employment Services for resume assistance and employment workshops, or to secondary credit to complete a credit course, or to various wrap around 
services to work on other skills required for successful transitioning to their goal. These activities may occur concurrently with learners' LBS training. 
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
